Cancellations must be submitted via email to camp@gsgatl.org 
no later than 30 days before the start date of your camper’s 
session to receive a refund less the deposit and registration fee.  
All deposits and registration fees are non-refundable. The deposit 
for one-week and two-week overnight sessions is $100; the deposit 
for day camp sessions is $50. The registration fee of $50 and the 
Girl Scout Membership fee are non-refundable.

In the event of illness or the death of an immediate family member,
