After discovering that cancer patients 
who have ports for treatment often skip 
wearing seatbelts due to discomfort, 
Troop 11319 decided to make seatbelt 
port pillows to eliminate the safety risk 
to this already vulnerable population. To 
sustain the project, local sewing groups 
were sent informational videos to keep 
up the supply of port pillows for Harbor 
for Hope in Henry County, a nonpro�t 
that supports breast cancer patients.
